PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE and MOMENT OF SILENCE

PUBLIC HEARING: CRESCENT GARDENS MOBILE HOME PARK

Attorney Murphy: Mr. Supervisor before we begin, as you know, I recused myself from this issue to avoid any appearance of impropriety although it is not legally necessary for me to do so.
Supervisor Tollisen: Thank you. 
Supervisor Tollisen asked if anyone wanted the Public Notice read. No one replied.
Supervisor Tollisen opened the Public Hearing at 7:02 pm

My name is Mike McNamara. I am an engineer for Environmental Design and substituting tonight for Gavin Vuillaume of our office who did all of the prior presentations. Luckily, with me here tonight is Mike Klimkewicz and he can obviously answer any questions that I won’t be able to.
We are here tonight for the Crescent Gardens Mobile Home Park. We are proposing renovations to it. The park is made of four parcels. The largest is a 3.6 acre parcel that is zoned as R-2 Mobile Home Park. In addition to that, over the last several years the owners have had either options or have purchased three additional pieces. There are two along the north here and each of these two has an existing mobile home on it. They add about 1.2 acres to the whole site. In addition to that, there is also a .04 of an acre parcel down here. All of these three later parcels are zoned C-1 commercial. As part of the project, we will be improving the roads. Right now the existing road is a 14 feet gravel road and we will be paving that making it 20 feet wide. In addition to that, some of the interior intersections will be widened and straightened. That is going to help with some of the access for emergency vehicles. In addition to the roadway, we are adding some amenities at the west end of the park which includes a pedestrian trail and a bridge. This will give direct access from the park to the shops and services out in Crescent Commons. Alongside the park, we will be adding some benches and picnic tables as well in the green area. 
Mike has been talking with some of the neighbors in response to some of those comments. We are adding a privacy fence along this property line right here. There is also existing fences along this side of the road and between the rear property line of this home and along each side of that road. There is an existing fence down in here. In addition to the fences, we will be preserving the existing vegetation that is highlighted in green; it is kind of around the whole perimeter of the park. In addition to the site improvements, we will also be upgrading the living units. Each lot will have a porch, an individual storage shed and we will be reorganizing the parking spaces so that each lot will have two spaces.
Right now there are 19 units on the site. In order to raise the revenue to do all of these improvements, it will be necessary to increase that to thirty. The prior presentation that was made to the Board, we had thirty one units. We recently removed one of the units up in this corner right here in order to increase the setback from the neighbors. There will be an on-site, live-in superintendent on the property. Finally, Mr. Klimkewicz is working with Rebuilt Saratoga and Titan Homes to develop the units for it. If the project is approved, he will be meeting with the existing tenants to discuss pricing options and what assistance might be available from those resources. We ask the Board to approve the zoning change for the three add on lots and the density and the unit layout as depicted.
Supervisor Tollisen: I will note for correspondence that we did receive a letter from Susan Sheridan which was on the prior meeting. I believe that those comments have been addressed. Also there are two items of correspondence under #14 and #17 with respect to this as well this evening. We will just note that for the Board and the public. I do not have any other written comments, do you Madam Clerk?
Madam Clerk: No, just those two that just came in today.

Supervisor Tollisen: Any questions from the Board?

Councilman Hotaling: Yes, Mr. McNamara, public water and sewer, correct?
Mike McNamara: Yes, there is public water and sewer already on the site. Those facilities are adequate to serve the additional layout.

Councilman Hotaling:  The roads are going to be maintained by the owner?
Fire service

Mike McNamara: The roads are privately owned and maintained by the owner.
Councilman Hotaling: We are all set with the fire service?
Mike Klimkewicz: Fire service came in and we spoke to them about the distances and the twenty feet was what they were looking for. We will also be removing some of the trees to improve emergency access.
Councilman Hotaling:  Great 
Councilman Connors: Mr. McNamara, I have a question for you. How about the fire suppression as far as hydrant and water supply etc.?
Mike McNamara: There is a hydrant at the end of the existing water main here. The water main come in off Plank Road and then goes around the perimeter. There is a hydrant here and that is what is there for fire services.
Councilman Connors: You believe that would suffice in the event of any type of incident resulting in fire?
Mike McNamara: I don’t have any information on what the fire flows are. I couldn’t speak to that. That is what is there now.
Councilwoman Jordan: I have a question. The pedestrian trail that you mentioned, I guess it is so the residents can get out and shop. Is that a sidewalk or is it stone dust?
Mike Klimkewicz: The plan is a gravel path, nothing more than that. It will give them access to roadway here at the back of the plaza and they will be able to get to Fred’s and haircut, laundry mat, whatever. You can cross the streets to the Drug Store.
Councilwoman Jordan: You will keep that maintained? 
Mike Klimkewicz: That is correct.
Councilwoman Jordan: Thank you.
Councilman Wasielewski: You mentioned before about fences bordering the area, how high are the fences and what material are those fences being made of?
Mike Klimkewicz: The only new fence is this one right here and probably a 6 foot wood stockade fence. That is kind of similar to what’s here. I’m not really sure
Councilman Wasielewski: That surrounds the whole area? There will be a fence around the whole area?
Mike Klimkewicz: No, from here, from the road and at this property on the side from the house, around the back and back to the side of that house. This one goes from this point right up to that corner.
Councilman Wasielewski: Thank you.
Supervisor Tollisen: John, the fence that was added, I believe was added in response to one of the residents’ concerns.
Councilman Wasielewski: Initially, alright, thank you.
Supervisor Tollisen: Any other comments from the Board?
Councilman Hotaling: I have one other question. The roads are they going to be blacktopped?

Mike Klimkewicz: Yes
Councilman Hotaling: OK. How long is that path from the road to the plaza?

Mike Klimkewicz: It is probably 150 feet.
Councilman Hotaling: How expensive would it be to do a 4 foot wide blacktop, especially being a senior living facility with someone who had a walker or a wheelchair? I think it would be better access for the residents there.

Mike Klimkewicz: That would be no problem.
Councilman Hotaling: OK
Supervisor Tollisen: any more questions from the Board, questions from the public? I would ask that if you have a question, that you please come up to the microphone, state your name and address for the record and state your question.
Peter Willey I live at 7 Rome Drive in the Park, my question is did you, when you did your survey, check the water depth? There is a creek underneath my trailer. There is a water flow that goes right under my trailer and under my neighbor’s trailer. Did you check to see, I can dig down 2 inches and get water. Did you check all that?
Mike Klimkewicz: We actually went out there a number of times and there is standing water, but the plan is to have a culvert right here, so if there is any extra water it will drain and this is already a swale area
Peter Willey: When it rains, this is all full of water, like 4 or 5 inches of water.
Mike Klimkewicz: I have never experienced that in all of the time that I have
Peter Willey: You can ask anybody in the park. The water flows right here.
Mike Klimkewicz: Well, the one thing that will happen is that all of these new units are going to be on pads, nothing is going to be on the ground, everything is going to be on concrete. The issue right now is that everything is on grade or below grade because it was never installed correctly.
Peter Willey: Right.
Mike Klimkewicz: All the new units will above the grade, so the water will flow away. That is what it is supposed to be. They weren’t installed correctly.
Peter Willey: All the way down, there is water. 

Mike Klimkewicz: Well, again, if there is water right here and it will drain away because it is sloped this way and runs this way, there is a culvert there. These need to be installed correctly so they are not sitting in water.
Peter Willey: OK.
Mike Klimkewicz: Same with this here, they need to be installed correctly so they are not sitting in water.

Peter Willey: There is only two inches (difficulty in hearing as he was facing the map).
Mike Klimkewicz: Well, we’ve done tests over here and over here when we built the plaza and there was a ten foot drop. We have the engineering studies when we did that. 
Peter Willey: But like I said, I am over here. That is where the creek runs.
Mike Klimkewicz: OK, all I can say is that we have drainage here to alleviate the problem.
Supervisor Tollisen: Would you please speak into the microphone for the record? 
Peter Willey: Sorry 
Mike Klimkewicz: When we install the new units, we will just make sure that the grades will take the flow away.

Peter Willey: Alright.
Mike Hurtt, 9 Plank Road, right in front of the park, and I have a couple of questions. When the roads are paved, how are you going to control the drainage off the roads, especially coming into the park, since there is no existing drainage other than the ditch along this side?
Mike Klimkewicz: We will pitch it this way, so the water will run this way.

Mike Hurtt: OK, and on this parcel on this end?
Mike Klimkewicz: This end, I think that we have to slope it this way. We can slope it either way. There is a culvert and drainage ditch right here so we can run the water out to the culvert.

Mike Hurtt: Are you going to install gutters or curb to convey that?
Mike Klimkewicz: No, no. There will be just a drainage ditch along that side. 
Mike Hurtt: So there will be a cut ditch along this property here?
Mike Klimkewicz: Right.
Mike Hurtt: The second question was, the setback requirements for the trailers, have they been met?
Mike Klimkewicz: No, not if they are sticking with what we have in place. The units when we first came in, the setbacks in the original discussion, we knew that we would not comply with everything. The setbacks here have never been, this is a non-conforming use, and we are just improving the non-conforming use. That is essentially what we are doing. We are going to take out this garage, which is about five feet from the property line and that’s basically it. You know better than I the exact numbers; you are going to be thirty five feet from here plus as opposed to five feet. 
Mike Hurtt: I am more concerned about this property, this driveway and this trailer which is right against my property line.
Mike Klimkewicz: Well, that’s going to be parking here. That unit itself is what; it’s got to be thirty five, forty feet
Mike Hurtt: What are the requirements for the setbacks?
Mike Klimkewicz: I don’t know what it is
Mike McNamara: The zoning calls for fifty foot setbacks, which just isn’t possible frankly and still, do the project. What we did is we looked at a couple of other mobile home parks in the town and frankly, it is similar to the way they are. None of them are fifty foot. Again, it is already in non-compliance use and it will continue to be non-compliant.
Mike Hurtt: Does that require a variance through the Board?
Mike McNamara: No.
Mike Hurtt: The third question it and I know that there was a review by CHA, the Town engineers, CHA had done a review of this property. Have those comments been addressed?
Supervisor Tollisen: I do believe so, yes. The comments from CHA have been addressed.
Mike Hurtt: Are they public record?
Supervisor Tollisen: Of course.
Mike Hurtt: And where can we obtain a copy of that?
Supervisor Tollisen: We will get you a copy tomorrow.
Mike Hurtt: Great, thank you. That is all that I have.

Supervisor Tollisen: Sir, just make sure at the end of the meeting, see the Town Clerk so that she can get your information.

Connie Herold, 19 Plank Road: My concern is, and we have already discussed this, here where the storm water drain is, if you increase the flow coming off the park and roads, all of the water on the street runs into this area right here and I live right here. It runs down this ditch along the edge of my property into your property. Is this all going to handle the flow that is going to be coming off the roads?
Supervisor Tollisen: Speak into the microphone as much as you can, please.
Connie Herold: I’m sorry.
Mike Klimkewicz: It is not as if this isn’t solid surface. I mean, the water is flowing off of this now, so it is a little wider and it is the same thing here, this is blacktop on both of these places. The water currently flows off of this slope and off of this slope. There really isn’t much difference. When we built this, we increased the size of the culvert that alleviated the flooding in this area. 
Connie Herold: It worked because we flooded during the tornado and we haven’t flooded since.
Mike Klimkewicz: It has worked for you, good.
Connie Herold: It is just when you start adding water; I started to wonder what is going to happen because we are the lowest point on the street. This is because it has to run this way to the retention pond.
Mike Klimkewicz: Right. The water that is in this park now, all flows this way, it has always flowed this way.
Connie Herold: Yes, mine flows that way too. I just wanted to make sure that the increase
Mike Klimkewicz: OK, I don’t think that there is going to an affect because the water today is all flowing this way off of this surface. 
Connie Herold: Thank you.
Mike Klimkewicz: You are welcome.

Robin Deneault: I have lived in the park for 12 years and I know that this is a very impressive project, but I am a little concerned about the people who are in the park and some have been in there for 50 years. I know that a lot of people will; get displaced by this unless it becomes affordable. I know putting in the new trailers and raising the rent because obviously, this project is going to be extensive even though it is extremely attractive, it will displace a community of people. I also feel really upset that I do not know how many trees you are talking about taking down, I have my sources who have said, all of them are coming down. Some of those trees have been there for 60, 70 years. So, this isn’t going to be a profit look at this, it is going to be a humanitarian look at this park. All of those people that are in there now, I don’t know many that are going to be able to even afford to live there. I know that is not the bottom line that they can’t stay, but it what I wanted to express. This park will displace all of the people that have lived there for many years because it will not be affordable. That, to me is what needs to be addressed along with the   trees. Thank you.
Supervisor Tollisen: Mike, do you have a response for that?
Mike Klimkewicz: We are working with Rebuilt Saratoga and Titan Homes to try to get the best pricing that we can for the housing. For those that qualify, Rebuilt Saratoga will actually come in and work for free. We can get that information to you. We are going to meet with everyone in the park and discuss their options and hopefully it will work out for them, but it may not. As for the trees, it is not healthy for a mobile home to have a 200 pound oak limb falling on top of it. It is dangerous. So, we are going to remove those large trees in the middle of the facility so that it is safer quite frankly. On top of that, the debris that comes down next to the units, you end up with animals and things like that and it is more maintenance for the rest of the members of the park. So yes, the majority of the trees are going to come down inside of the park.
Supervisor Tollisen: Anyone else? What is the pleasure of the Board? Does the Board want to review these comments?
Councilman Connors: I would like to take some time to review the scope of the project as well as the comments that were made this evening.
Supervisor Tollisen: OK. Do you want to extend the public hearing until the next meeting? Do you want to close the public hearing? What is the pleasure of the Board? We can close the public hearing if you want or we can extend it into the next meeting.

Councilman Connors: I make a motion to close the public hearing.

Councilwoman Jordan: I will second.
On a motion by Councilman Connors and seconded by Councilwoman Jordan, the public hearing was closed at 7:22 pm. The Board will consider the comments made by the residents which include the comments made here at the meeting and also the two pieces of correspondence on this evening’s agenda and the prior correspondence from the resident on Guideboard Road and then we will be back in touch.

Halfmoon Historical Society will not hold their December meeting. They have their meeting the last Tuesday of the month and in December it falls between Christmas and New Year’s. They will resume meetings again in January and wish everyone a wonderful holiday!
Supervisor Tollisen:  The Solar Panels at our Water Treatment Plant are just about complete and the only other item remaining with the solar panels is the actual connection with National Grid. Once that occurs, we immediately will be seeing a large savings. We should save $170,000 in utility bills next year alone. We will see what the actual is but we have some good things for 2015 and one is the execution of the solar panels. I can’t wait to see the savings that we are going to get from the renewable energy.
Secondly, we are ending 2014 and throughout the year, I have been clear about the mortgage tax that has been budgeted for 2014. The actual vs budgeted is down $480,000. Town departments have cut their budgets substantially. I have report4ed to the Board that in crunching numbers with the Director of Finance yesterday, it seems that we should be on target for a balanced budget for the remainder of 2014 with the significant cuts that we’ve made. We have made every single cut that we can. While we do have a fund balance that we can use if needed for final payments of costs, we are hoping that we do not need to do that with the added savings made by all of our departments. I appreciate the Town Board support; appreciate the department managers who have really done without this year. They have been asked to do without a lot from me with very little, and they have done that. They do not get a lot of appreciation, but I do appreciate all of the department managers and the hard work that they do. I will tell you that in just one of our departments, our Park’s Department, our Director has saved us about $40,000 in his budget alone.  That is a significant number when we are looking at trying to cut that hole that we have in less mortgage tax than we have budgeted. Again I won’t belabor the point, but we do appreciate all of our employees and their hard work.
Councilman Connors: Mr. Supervisor, I just want to thank you for your due diligence and hard work to comb over the numbers throughout the year. I want to thank the department managers as well for their willingness to support that. You have done it without cutting services to our residents. Thank you.
Supervisor Tollisen: Thank you.
