ME” button, a new window will appear that will
tell you if you have been “SUCCESSFULLY
SUBSCRIBED” OR “UNSUCCESSFUL”.

As the section explains, you will
automatically get the newsletter and any
important updates - such as school closings -
right to your inbox. If you have been

can change it to a new one by clicking on the
two white arrows chasing each other in the red
section of the analog.
