1) Do not park or leave unattended vehicles, trailers or equipment in the road or within four feet of the pavement.  Town Code 120-5
2) Do not push snow into or across the street it is against the law. (NYS Vehicle Traffic law Article 1219)

3) Keep garbage cans/recyclable cans in your driveway, not in the road

4) Do not let children play or build snow forts in or near the road

5) Stay back 500 feet from snow plows as they back up often

6) If you put snow markers up please put them two feet back from the edge of the road. This will allow the plow to get the snow off the road without damaging your markers. (We are not responsible for them if they are in the Town Right of Way)
7) If you can you should wait until the plow goes by to clean the last few feet of your driveway. If it is still snowing it is more than likely we will be back around.

8) As we do our very best to avoid mailboxes, it does occur that we hit them. Once it is confirmed that the plow did hit it we will place it with a standard box and wood post. 

9) Please remove any objects from the Town Right of Way (Basket Ball Hoops) as we are not responsible for damage to these items if they are struck by the plow or snow from the plow.
