Resolution for the Town Board to approve entering into a formal Assessment Agreement between the Town of Halfmoon and Lowe’s Home Centers, Inc. for parcel #272-2-65 located at 476 Route 146 Halfmoon NY, reducing the 2019 assessment from $5,960,250 to $5,757,704, and to authorize the Town Attorney to execute any documents necessary to effectuate the Agreement.

Resolution that the Town Board authorizes the Highway Department to purchase a 2020 MACK GR 42 FR (Single Axle Plow Truck) per Oneida County Class 8 Contract #2025 from Albany Mack Sales for $208,372.40 and to authorize the Highway Superintendent to execute any documentation necessary to effectuate the purchase, subject to the review and approval of the Town Attorney.

Resolution that the Town Board hereby approves the Project at the intersection of Route 9 and Farm to Market Road inclusive of the State Reverse Betterment and authorizes the Town to pay in the first instance 100% of the costs of the Project or portions thereof, and that the sum of $100,000 for Construction has been appropriated and made available to cover the cost of participation in the above phase of the Project; That the Town Supervisor is hereby authorized to execute all necessary Agreements, certifications or reimbursement requests on behalf of the Town of Halfmoon with NYSDOT in connection with the implementation of the Project and reimbursement of the approved costs associated with the State Reverse Betterment and that a certified copy of this resolution be filed with the New York State Commissioner of Transportation.
